	Roman Empire and its impact on Britain
Explore the diversity of the Roman Empire and the term ‘societal status’ – how did gender have an impact?
Explore the gender difference – Roman women were not regarded as equal to men. They received only a basic education and were subject to the authority of a man. Compare and contrast to women today. Women in Roman times could not vote for example.
Gender stereotypes – Boudicca
Boudicca led her army against the Romans in AD60. She is remembered as a strong leader and ferocious warrior. She fought in a famous battle called the Battle of Watling Street. The Roman army won the battle against Boudicca and her army.

History beyond 1066 - Normans
A woman became a possession. She was described in law as an “infant” and was considered to be of value only as a mother, even though in the case of marital dispute all children were the property of the father.
